¢ Scientific and common names are given at first mention and, for birds, follow the AOU’s Check-list
of North American Birds, Tth ed. (1998).

e Measurements should be in metric units.

*  Use continental dating (e.g., 14 October 1992) and the 24-hour clock (e.g., 0800 and 2135).

e Tables and figures should not duplicate material in the text or in each other. Each table requires a
short heading, including descriptive information that would answer the reader’s questions of what,
where, and when.

e Literature Cited: Follow the most recent issue of the bulletin for style. In general, format will follow
the following style:

Journal citation
Include full journal name, volume, and inclusive page numbers; e.g.,

Levy, C. 1997. Nesting of Euneornis campestris, the Orangequit. Pitirre 10(1):30-31.

Book or report
Include publisher and place of publication; e.g.,

Hochbaum, H. A. 1959. The Canvasback on a prairie marsh, 2nd ed. Stackpole Books, Harris-
burg, Pennsylvania.)

Chapter in book
Include editor(s) name(s), inclusive pages of chapter, book or report title, publisher, and place of
publication; e.g.,

Oring, L. W_, and R. D. Sayler. 1992. The mating system of waterfowl. Pages 190-213 in Ecol-
ogy and management of breeding waterfowl (B. D. J. Batt, Ed.). Univ. Minnesota Press, Min-
neapolis.
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
